OFFICIAL COURT NOTICE OF SETTLEMENT

AND APPROVAL HEARING

YOUR RIGHTS AS A CLASS MEMBER.

The Santa Clara County Superior Court authorized this Notice.

This is not a solicitation from a lawyer.

1. Why Should I Read This Notice?

This case, entitled Attila Csupo et al. v. Google LLC, Case No. 19—-CV-352557 (the
“Lawsuit” or “Action”), was certified to proceed as a class action in Santa Clara County
Superior Court, on behalf of a class of California users of Android mobile phones (the
“Class”). Trial in this matter began on June 2, 2025, in Santa Clara County Superior Court.
On July 1, 2025, the jury reached a verdict in favor of the Class, awarding them
$314,626,932 in damages.

Since then, the Plaintiffs and Google have negotiated a Settlement that will resolve
this case and end the Lawsuit. The cash amount of the Settlement is $350 million. Google
will also update some of its materials to better inform consumers and ask for their consent
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to the conduct at issue in this Lawsuit. The key terms of the Settlement are described in
greater detail in this Notice and on the case website, www.CellularDataClassAction.com.

As a Class member, you do not need to do anything now in order to be paid in this
case. You will receive additional information about how you will be paid at a later date.

This Settlement avoids the appeal that Google would otherwise have pursued to
challenge the trial verdict and other issues, as well as several motions that Plaintiffs brought
seeking pre-judgment interest, post-judgment interest, costs, and injunctive relief.

2. Who Is a Class Member in This Lawsuit?

The Court previously certified a Class defined as “all natural persons who, while
residing in the State of California, have used a mobile phone running a Google-licensed
version of the Android operating system with a cellular data plan from August 9, 2016, to
the present.” The Settlement Agreement clarifies (1) that the relevant time period runs
through the date of a Final Order and Judgment approving the Settlement, and (2) that the
Class does not include any persons who previously opted out of the class before May 15,
2025.

Excluded from the Class are (i) Google, its subsidiaries and affiliates, officers, and
directors, (i1) the judges to whom this Action is or has been assigned and any members of
the judges’ immediate family, and (iii) the Class Counsel (as defined below).

3. As a Class Member, How Will My Claims Be affected?

If you are a member of the Class and did not exclude yourself from this Lawsuit by
the court-ordered Exclusion Deadline of May 15, 2025, then you are still a member of the
Class. If the Settlement is approved by the Court, it will be binding on you.

4. Who Represents Me in This Lawsuit?

The Court has appointed Plaintiffs Attila Csupo, Andrew Burke, and Kerry Hecht as
the Class Representatives.

The Court has approved the law firms of Korein Tillery LLC and Bartlit Beck LLP to
represent the Class, whose lead attorneys are identified below. They are called “Class
Counsel.”

5. What Are the Terms of the Settlement?
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The Settlement has the following key terms:
e Google will pay $350 million.

e Google will be required to update the Google Play Terms of Service, a page in
Google’s Help Center website, and the setup screens that are shown to Android users
during device setup. These updates will disclose the conduct at issue in the Lawsuit
to Android users and ask them to consent to it. Google will also disable a related
setting on Android devices.

e The Plaintiffs and Class will release all claims against Google that were asserted or
could have been asserted in this Lawsuit, as specified in the Settlement Agreement.

e The Parties will jointly ask the Court to vacate the existing jury verdict and judgment
in this case and enter a new judgment that adopts the terms of this Settlement, and
these Court orders are a requirement for the Settlement to proceed.

e Google will not pursue an appeal.

The full text of the Settlement Agreement, as well as the proposed updates to the
Google Play Terms of Service, Help Center website, and Android setup screens will be
available on the Lawsuit’s website, www.CellularDataClassAction.com, on or before
December 30, 2025.

6. What Happens Next in the Lawsuit?

The Court will hold an Approval Hearing to decide whether the Settlement is fair,
reasonable, and adequate, and decide whether to approve the Settlement. That hearing is
currently scheduled to take place on February 24, 2026, at 1:30 p.m. before Hon. Charles
F. Adams, Department 7, Superior Court, Santa Clara County. If the date, time, or location
shifts, updates will be posted on www.CellularDataClassAction.com and on the public
docket.

You or your own lawyer is welcome to attend the hearing at your expense, but you
are not required to do so. You do not need to attend the hearing in order to be paid in this
Lawsuit.

Class members may submit written objections to the Settlement through their personal
attorney, hired by them at their own expense, or directly to the Court, either by mailing the
objection to: Clerk of the Court, Superior Court of California, County of Santa Clara, 191
N. Ist Street, San Jose, California 95113, or by filing in person at the same location.

Written objections must be postmarked or filed on or before February 10, 2026, and
a copy must also be mailed to the Settlement Administrator at the address listed below under
Question 11.

If there are objections, the Court will consider them at the hearing. The Court will
also listen to people who have asked to speak at the hearing.
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7. Do I Need to Do Anything to Get Paid?

No, you do not need to do anything right now in order to get paid. After the Approval
Hearing, the Court will decide exactly how any money will be distributed, and another
Notice will be sent explaining how you will be paid.

8. How Will Class Counsel Be Paid?

Class Counsel has asked the Court to approve an award of reasonable attorney’s fees
and costs. Specifically, Class Counsel seeks an award of attorney’s fees representing 33%
of the settlement amount (or $115,500,000), plus approximately $7 million in costs that
Class Counsel advanced out of their own pockets to litigate this case over more than six
years. Class members were provided notice of Class Counsel’s request for attorney’s fees
and an opportunity to object, and the Court held a hearing on November 14, 2025, and heard
additional argument on December 2, 2025. The Court will decide the amount of attorney’s
fees and costs that will be awarded to Class Counsel.

No money will be paid to Class Counsel until after the Approval Hearing and after
money is available to be distributed to the Class.

9. How Will the Costs Associated with the Notice and Administration Be Paid?

The costs associated with the notice and administration of this Lawsuit will be paid
by Class Counsel. Class Counsel has sought to be reimbursed for these costs out of the
settlement fund. The Court will decide this issue.

10. How Much Money Will Be Distributed to Class Members?

Y ou will receive additional information about how much money you will be paid after
the Approval Hearing. All funds will be kept in an interest-bearing settlement account until
they are distributed. All funds, less the Court-approved payment of attorney’s fees, litigation
expenses, and costs of settlement administration, will be distributed to individual Class
members to the extent practicable. Any remaining amounts that cannot practicably be
distributed to Class members will be distributed to a charitable organization selected by the
parties and approved by the Court.
